H e 
w as aw arded an honorary doctorate degree by the U niversity of Ghent in 1981.  H e has m ade 
contributions in the areas of econom ic and agricultural developm ent, the m easurem ent and 
analysis of poverty and m alnutrition, the Social A ccounting M atrix and general equilibrium  
m odeling, and international econom ic policy. 
The Foster-Greer-Thorbecke poverty m easure (Econom etrica,1984) has been adopted as the 
standard poverty m easure by the W orld Bank and practically all U N  agencies and is used 
alm ost universally by researchers doing em pirical w ork on poverty. The F-G-T m easure w as 
recently incorporated in the M exican Constitution and used to allocate inter-regionally 14 
billion pesos to educational, health and nutritional program s benefiting the poor.
