At this meeting between Ministers Nkosazana Dlamini
Zuma from South Africa, Celso Amorim from Brazil and Yashwant Sinha from India, the launching of the IBSA
Dialogue Forum was formalized through the adoption of the "Brasilia Declaration". This document gives priority to
social inclusion and equity, food security, health, welfare, employment, education, human rights and
environmental sustainability, in addition exchanges of experiences in fighting against poverty, hunger and diseases
as a major gain for all countries are highly recommended. Since the inauguration of the IBSA, there has been an
increasing interest in academic partnership between the three countries. As a consequence, several joint projects
have emerged in various academic areas. The academic forums held in 2006 in Brazil, in 2007 in South Africa and
in 2008 in India were important tools for discussing the IBSA process.
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
