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IPC-IG launches new publications — June/July 2010
Message from the Director

The current release of IPC-IG publications can be seen as focusing on resilience.
In the post-crisis context, resilience to exogenous shocks has become the focus of
attention, as countries find their progress towards the MDGs and other development
goals impacted by these shocks.

The papers on Public Works and Employment Programmes and on the
challenges facing the Small Island Developing States directly addresses the issue of long
term resilience, and links such to the scale and content of pro-poor policies.

The publication on food security initiatives in Brazil addresses this question in the context of small
farmers, and has useful global lessons from the Brazilian experience in institutional reforms to ensure resilient and
sustainable rural livelihoods.

The microeconomic dimension is key to understanding and addressing resilience, but needs evidence-
based research to enable policy makers address such issues. The paper on behavioural effects of cash transfers is
in my view an excellent example of rigorous, while policy relevant microeconomic research. Each of these papers
broadens our contextual and functional understanding of what resilience is about and, therefore, of what it takes
to secure and sustain inclusive growth.

Our research teams have been closely involved in the analysis and writing of all these papers. They are
keen for your feedback and support to continue to build on these research activities. | am confident that you will
find that these papers and the associated One Pagers deliver on IPC-IG’s commitment to produce and
disseminate policy relevant and evidence-based research on inclusive growth.
